When he lies, he speaks
his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies. Yet because I
tell the truth, you do not believe me! Can any of you prove me guilty of
sin? If I am telling the truth, why don’t you believe me? Whoever be-
longs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that you
do not belong to God.”

Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes
to the Father except through me.

This is good, and pleases God our Savior, who wants all people to be
saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.
