Arthur Lee Trotter was really good at being a
phony. He impersonated pro-football player
Marv Fleming for years. He was so good at his
masquerade that he even got one town to
honor him at a "Marv Fleming Day!”

Police discovered that Trotter has been imper-
sonating people for over 30 years. They found
in the trunk of his car books with Fleming'’s
name on them, pictures of the Miami Dolphins
and Green Bay Packer jerseys with Fleming’s
name and number, and even three insurance
policies made out to Fleming listing occupation
as a professional football player. There was
even a newspaper clipping, complete with a pic-
ture of Trotter and his girl friend — taken during
the "Marv Fleming Day” celebration in Texas in
1978.

The sad thing is that Trotter now thinks he
really is Marv Fleming. When the police told
him he could quit playing his game and showed
him the evidence, he looked at them and said:
"That's wrong. I'm Marv Fleming.”

Part of the problem of playing the game of be-
ing a Christian is that after awhile some folks
begin to believe that it's true. Jesus was con-
stantly shocking the phony religious people of
His day because he wanted to call people to an
authentic Christian experience. There's no
place for playing the game of impersonation in
God’s Kingdom.

This is why we emphasize the importance of es-
tablishing and growing in your relationship with

Jesus Christ. We want each person to be a fully
devoted follower of Jesus Christ. We want
everyone to grow in their relationship with
Christ. This involves worship, prayer, studying
and applying the Bible to your life every day,
service, giving to the Lord through your tithes
(10%) and offerings, and wonderful Christian
fellowship.

Phony imposters will look for a way to get by
with as little as possible. People with real faith
will sincerely try to walk with Jesus every day!

“THE MESSAGES PARENTS SEND”
1 Samuel 20:30-34

When someone asks, “What do you do?” the reply
frequently includes a job title. But anyone who is
raising or interacting with children has a role far more
important than ordinary career duties.

Parents are communicators. Yet unlike conference
speakers, moms and dads don’t get to preplan their
entire message. Everything we do and say — especial-
ly that which happens “off the cuff” — teaches our
kids. Think about your childhood days. What did
your parents do that illustrated their priorities, beliefs,
passions?

Even without speaking, we send messages by our
body language, interests, kindnesses, absence or pres-
ence, silence...Add words to the mix, and we have a
recipe for remarkable impact, whether positive or
negative.

Inevitably, our children will be greatly affected by
what we communicate and how they interpret it. Be
conscious of the way each young one processes infor-
mation — sometimes our intended message becomes
skewed by their understanding. What an incredible
responsibility we’ve been given. No wonder wise
parents rely on God’s help.

Only troubled parents — like the angry, jealous King
Saul in today’s passage — would ever set out to hurt
their children. But in our busyness, or from past
woundedness, we might just be sending damaging
messages.

What are you communicating to your kids? Ask
yourself: What do my actions point to as priorities in
my life? Do my children sense a hunger in my heart
for God’s direction, counsel, and sustenance? Above
all, would they know how to have a thriving relation-
ship with Jesus Christ by watching my life?

“PARENTS’ RESPONSBILITY”
Luke 3:22

Words are but a small part of parental communica-
tion. Now let’s look at two types of messages we
should purposefully model for our kids.

First, boys and girls need affirmation that they are
loved, accepted, and competent. In today’s passage,
God the Father spoke those very things to His Son.
It is essential that our children gain a sense of securi-
ty and belonging at home so they won’t seek ac-
ceptance elsewhere. And the way we care and pro-
vide for them will help them grasp the heavenly Fa-
ther’s love.

Second, parents are responsible for presenting the
principles needed for living a godly life. One way to
do so is by reading Scripture aloud and sharing sto-
ries of the Lord’s involvement in our lives. But ac-
tions must match what we say. For example, we
cannot expect children to truly understand the gold-
en rule if we act with selfishness, arrogance, or in-
sensitivity.

Modeling a godly life is oftentimes an intentional
pursuit, like reading Scripture or serving as a family
on a mission trip. It can also be as simple and un-
planned as picking up a piece of trash on a neigh-
bor’s lawn. But keep in mind that actions and words
aren’t always perceived correctly. Check that your
children’s understanding matches the message you
hope to communicate.

Your words and actions are teaching lessons. Do
your children know, beyond any doubt, that they’re
treasured and capable? Are you giving them the
tools they need to follow Christ? Remember, God
doesn’t expect perfection. He will guide the willing
heart — and cover missteps with His grace.

This truly was a hands-together mission. The mark this team will leave was that we truly
worked hand in hand with our partner in mission, the ViV Manaos Juntas of The Oriental
Conference of the Methodist Church of Mexico. Many things happened to bring this from a
partnership to a friendship, which proved to be a wonderful asset to this mission,

Let me begin with a story. The team leader went with Gustavo, the Manos Juntas translator, to
the Canada store to purchase some insulin for a patient. The pharmacist in the store,
Guillermo, asked if they working together. They both looked at each other and said, “Si, and
yes.” That's what this mission was ali about ~ working with our hands together in missicn to
honor God and serve the people of Nuevo Progreso. Everyone on the team, be they Mexican or
American, felt that working together was natural and the best that we could do.

It's hard to analyze this mission and put it in terms that can be easily understood. We worked
as a team from West Chio iike a well-oiled machine. There was much to do to get the clinic
ready. We accomplished the following: created a whole new filing system with new chart
information sheets, threw out many out-dated charts, and spent the entire weekend re-filing
charts, cleaned the clinic from top to bottom, purchased new plastic bins for all of our medical
supplies and arranged them neatly on the shelves, made 550 bologna sandwiches which were
distributed to our patients during our lunch at the clinic along with water and cookies, and the
leftovers went to the colonias surrounding the church, gave all of our leftaver food to the
pastor and 40 pounds each of rice and beans for distribution by the church, gave Legos to the
pastor for the use of the children in the church, gave the children balls, crayons, silly bands and
cookies, and we donated school bags.
